View the Met/Cal Database

Application Information 

For Met/Base V7.X

Some users prefer to use Access or Excel to view or generate reports. Because these are ODBC compliant applications they are capable of reading the SQL database. This Application Note will make no attempt to detail data manipulation within these applications, only the methods used to connect and load data. 
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EXCEL 

After starting the application select Data|Get External Data and click on Create New Query. On the Choose Data Source form select Calibration Data from the listing. 
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When the Connect to Adaptive Server Anywhere form appears enter your username and password. 
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The Query Wizard form will appear and allow you to select the table of interest. By clicking on the “+” you can select the fields you desire. 

The various filter and sort screens will appear. Make the appropriate selections for your needs. 
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On the finish screen select “Return Data to Microsoft Excel.”
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You will be prompted for a Cell location on the worksheet:
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And finally, the data is viewable in Excel:

ACCESS

Getting Met/Data data into Access is similar to Excel. First, start Access. Select File|New Database and select a Blank Database then click OK. On the File New Database form save the file in your appropriate folder by clicking on the Create button

With the new Database form displayed select File|Get External Data|Import
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On the Import form select ODBC Databases() from the Files of type field. 
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You will be presented with the ODBC Select Data Source form.
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After selecting the Data Source and Clicking OK the Connect to Adaptive Server Anywhere login form will appear.
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Followed by the Import Objects form. Here you can select the table to import from the MetData database.
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Now the Database form will have an entry for the selected table.
