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Searching for Fields not in the Search Screen

Problem





It is sometimes necessary to search from the Query Tool for fields other that the Inventory fields included in the Search Tool.   For this example we will move the Location field L2803 (Dept) into the Search Tool but this will work for Calibration and/or Repair as well.





Solution





Log into the Database Setup Tool as an MT user. Select CUSTOMIZE | FIELDS and find an Inventory  user defined field.  We will use field L2803 (Dept) for this example. Click on this field and select EDIT.  This brings up the Edit Field Dialog Box.  


Make sure the field is not suppressed and change the Field name to Department.  Now go the Adding History or Changing Inventory section and Select the Copy Forward box and turn on copy forward to field 4231.  It is a good idea to make this field required in order to keep the database current.  Click OK.
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Now  click on CUSTOMIZE | FIELDS and select field 2131 and EDIT.  This brings up the Edit Field Dialog Box.
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Change the Title to Dept and make sure it is unsuppressed.  Change the Row to about 175 and the column to 75.  Now click OK.  Now click CUSTOMIZE | FORMS | SEARCH and move the field to the position you want it.
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This will work for all new entries but will not allow you to search on history.  In order to add to ability to search on history we must copy the information from the Location table to the Inventory table.






































To do this, we must open the ISQL Tool and log in as MT level.  Go to the COMMAND window and type the following:





update mt.inventory, mt.location set I4231 = L2803 where mt.inventory.mtag = mt.location.mtag and L2815=1;


commit work;





This will copy the data in field L2803 to field I4231.
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
