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Creating and Running Reports Using Stored Procedures







Application Information





This application note explains how to create a report showing calibration data, location data, inventory data, and standards used data in a report that will be run utilizing a stored procedure.  With a stored procedure, the report will generate a pseudo table which will provide all of the information used in the report.  The information provided to the report is complied at the server and downloaded to the local client, making the report run much faster than if it were run locally.



This application note will use Crystal 5.0 and MET/CAL version 5.0 as examples.  The same procedures will apply if you have MET/CAL or MET/TRACK version 4.2.



Setting Crystal Report Options



When Crystal Reports is installed, it does not allow the use of Stored Procedures.  We must first set the options of Crystal to allow reporting on Stored Procedures.  To do this, first Open Crystal Reports then click on File | Options | SQL then check the box for Allow Report on: Stored Procedures.
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Then click on OK.







Creating the Report



Create a new report by selecting File | New | Custom | SQL-ODBC.  Log in to the database and select your Data Source.  The Choose SQL Table window appears.
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Scroll down until you see the SQL Table: mt.Proc{MCCTAGResLoc}.   A stored procedure will have this form: <Segregate>.Proc{<Table Name>}.  Highlight this table and click OK.



The Stored Procedures Input Parameters window appears.
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Type 10 in the Parameter Value box and click Update then OK.. This sets a default CTAG value for the report. (The CTAG is the Calibration Event Tag).



The Insert Fields box appears.
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Scroll down in this box and note that the Calibration table fields, the Location table fields,  the Inventory tables fields, and Standards are all now available to you.



Before we add any fields to our report, we must first add some lines to the Report Header.   All of our fields will be placed in the Report Header.  To add lines, just click on the bottom line until the cursor changes to two parallel lines then drag the line down.



Add the fields as shown:
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When you are satisfied with the report, save it to the METCAL directory and open the Query Tool and select Report | System | Add and add the report as a Run Time report.
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
