Creating and Running Reports Using Segregates 

The Fluke Metrology software provides a way to divide the database into subsets, called segregation. This feature is designed for sites where the access to these data base subsets need to be restricted to the users of that subset. When a segregate is created using the DB Setup Tool, a set of tables are assigned to each segregate. These tables will take the form <Segregate>.Inventory, <Segregate>.Calibration, etc. Crystal Reports will only allow a report to be created using the tables of the login segregate. i.e. if you are logged in as a MECH segregate, you must use the following tables: 


Any attempt to use other tables will result in the error window: 
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When the user adds a report to the Query tool, the Fluke database will create a report table called <User ID>.Reports. For example, if the user logs into the database using Doug5 as a user ID, and adds reports to the Query tool, a table will be created and added to the Fluke database called Doug5.reports. If Doug5 is assigned a segregate of MECH, and creates reports in Crystal Reports under this segregate, then only a MECH segregate will be allowed to run these reports from the Query tool. However, if Doug5 is assigned a segregate of MT, and creates reports in Crystal Reports under the MT segregate using the MT tables, all assets will show in the report regardless of the segregate. The MT segregate has authorization to report on all segregates. 

Changing reports to use other segregates 

If a report was created using segregate tables from one segregation and you wish to change the report to use another segregate, simply open the report and select Database | Set Location.

Select Set Location. The log in window will appear. Log in using the User ID and Password for the segregate you wish to use. The Choose SQL Table will appear. 
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Now change all the segregate tables to what you want. i.e. change MECH.Inventory to ELEC.Inventory, etc. 

The following window will appear: Choose Yes. 
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The location table will be changed to the table you selected. Repeat the process for each table that needs to be changed.  
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
