PURGING OF DATA FROM MET/BASE USING SYBASE ISQL





Application Information


	For Met/Base V7.X





This application involves the use of Sybase ISQL. No attempt will be made to explain the ISQL commands used here, only the procedure to use them. Make sure that you back up the data base before starting this procedure. This procedure is designed to remove large of records. If a smaller number of records is to be deleted this should be accomplished from Met/Track by manually selecting and then deleting the records.








First start ISQL, Start> programs> Sybase SQL Anywhere 8> Adaptive Server Anywhere then select Interactive SQL, and log in as the “MT” user. Enter the following in the command window to display a list of items to be deleted then click on “Execute”:





	SELECT *


FROM mt.inventory, mt.calibration, mt.location


 	WHERE I4202 = 'Agilent'


	AND mt.inventory.mtag = mt.calibration.mtag


	AND mt.inventory.mtag = mt.location.mtag





A list of assets with the Manufacturer field equal to ‘Agilent’ will be displayed in the 'DATA' window. ‘Agilent’ must be spelt correctly otherwise the wrong records will be selected.  Look this list over to make sure these are what you want to delete.





Then enter the following commands in the command window to delete the items.
