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SEARCHING FOR FIELDS OTHER THAN THOSE ON THE INVENTORY FORM

For all Database versions of 


Met/Track, Met/Cal and Met/Base





Older (DOS) versions of MET/BASE included the location form on the search screen. This allows the user to search on Location data as well as Inventory. This function was eliminated in the windows version but a new, more powerful function was added. 





The Data Base Configuration Tool allows you to copy from any history field to a field in the inventory form with a real time update. This means that you can designate a user field on the Inventory from as a “copy to” field from any history forms field of like type.  When the history is saved the inventory field is then automatically updated with the current information from the history field. 





For this example, I will use Inventory field I4231 (User1) as the destination and Location field 2802, (Location) as the source. 





�Start the Configuration tool and select field I4231 for edit (either from the Inventory form or the field list). Select Copy Forward from the “Adding or Changing Record” portion of the screen and select L2802 from the scroll box list. You could also change the title of the field to “Location”.



























































Now when a new Location history is added and saved the entry in I4231 will automatically be updated to the current entry saved in the Location form field 2802. Searches on field I4231 will yield all assets with that location. This technique can be used with any compatible fields on any history forms. 





Make sure that you change the name on the search form, in this case field 2131, to match the corresponding inventory field and make sure it is not suppressed. 





To make this feature active immediately, you can use ISQL to update the inventory table from the location table. The ISQL command for this example would read like this:





update mt.inventory,mt.calibration 


set I4231 = L2802 


where mt.inventory.mtag = mt.location.mtag


and 


L2815 = 1
