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STARTING THE DATABASE ENGINE AS A SERVICE ON WINDOWS NT SERVER

Application Information
The Sybase SQL Service Manager is installed as an icon in your Sybase SQL Windows NT Program Manager group.  You start the Service Manager by double-clicking the icon.  You can carry out the following tasks with the Sybase SQL Service Manager:

·
Start a database server as a service

·
Stop a Sybase SQL service

·
Pause a Sybase SQL service

·
Edit the parameters governing a Sybase SQL service.

·
Add databases to a Sybase SQL service, so that you can run several databases at one time.

·
Install and remove Sybase SQL services.
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The Sybase SQL Service Manager control buttons display the current state of the Sybase SQL service selected in the Server Name box (running, paused, or stopped).

To define a new service:

 Click on the “New…” button. The service type window will appear:
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Select the default “Network Server” and click on OK.


The Service Configuration screen will appear:

Select “Modify Name..” and enter the name for this service. 

A Sybase SQL service runs a Sybase SQL database server with a set of parameters.  See The database server in Program Summary for a full description of the parameters available for the Sybase SQL database server. Add the necessary parameters to the Parameters field and highlight the “Automatic” start-up button. 

In addition to the database server parameters, Sybase SQL services accept other parameters that specify the account under which the service will run and the conditions under which it will start.

For information on setting these parameters, see Setting the startup options and Setting the logon options.

Normally the Account (under “Logon Information”) may be left in LocalSystem. It may be necessary to add account information including administrative name and password if multiple system administrators have access. This is accomplished by clicking  the “Account” Button. When completed, click on OK

To change the parameters for a Sybase SQL service:

1. Ensure that the server you wish to change is selected in the Server Name list box of the Sybase SQL

Service Manager main window.

2.
Click the Edit button to display the Edit Sybase SQL Server Configuration dialog box.

3.
Alter the parameters as needed.  Enter the appropriate database server parameters, including databases to 

run, in the Parameters box.

NOTE                                             

Do not specify a -n switch in the Parameters box.  The -n switch assigns an engine name to the server you are running, but this is specified in the Server Name box instead.

4.
When you have altered the parameters as you wish, click the OK button to accept and save the changes.

The changes to the service configuration do not take effect immediately.  They take effect next time the service is started.  The Startup option will be applied next time the computer starts NT.
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
