Starting the Calibration Database on a network with other


Calibration Databases running





If more that one METCAL Calibration Database Engine is installed on a WAN, it is possible to receive an error message when starting your database engine:  “Unable to start database, Database name already in use”.  The Sybase SQL data engine will see any other database engines that have been started with the same name - MTRACK.  This is due the to prolific nature of TCPIP.  





To eliminate this problem, we must force the database engine to start using a different database name.  To do this we must change the command line properties of the database engine.





The following example is the command line that gives an explicit name to the database engine: MTRACK.DB. 





To do this we must change the command line of the Server icon and add the following:





<X>:\SQLANY50\WIN32\DBSRV50.EXE <x>:\METDATA\mtrack -n <NAME> -ti 0 –tl 1440.





Where <X> is your server drive and <NAME> is the name assigned to the mtrack database.


The –n switch forces the database to use the <NAME> you assigned.





Next, we need to change the ODBC and add a setup for the new database.  To do this, open the ODBC Administrator icon and click on ADD.  Select the Sybase SQL Anywhere 5.0 driver.
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Then click on OK.
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This brings up the add data source window.








Fill in the Data Source Name as Calibration Database and fill in the Database Name as <NAME> and fill in the Server Name as <NAME>.  Where <NAME> is the name you gave your database.





Now restart the server.   You will also have to make a change to each client Network Requestor Icon properties.  You must make the following change to the Requestor Target line:





C:\sqlany50\win\dbclienw.exe <name>  where <name> is the new name you gave your database.
